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Strengthening inter-communal cooperation and reduction of cost by
application sharing (ICAS)

Partner 09: Torsby Municipality

Summary

Torsby is a rural municipality in the northern part of Varmland with some 13,000 inhabitants.
With an area of 4187 km?, Torsby Municipality has 3.2 inhabitants per km?. The majority of
the inhabitants are concentrated to the town of Torsby, which is the population centre. If one
should exclude the inhabitants in the population centre the number of inhabitants per km?
would decrease to less than 1.0 per km?.

The future of the entire area is threatened by depopulation. To avoid further depopulation and
to increase the number of inhabitants, several preventive measures must be taken. One of the
must important measures is to improve access to broadband services. This makes up the
infrastructural basis for many development projects. Without high-speed internet
communications, application sharing is now possible.

The purpose of this project is to make it possible to share communications, applications and to
handle, manage and operate a system in one municipality, instead of three municipalities,
which would increase the competence and save money in terms of the operation of IT
systems. Contributory municipalities are all located in rural areas in the County of Viarmland.

Applications and services that one first and foremost wants to share are specific IT systems
for municipalities, but common connections within the health and care sector and the
Commerce Portal Wermland are also of importance. The municipalities can benefit from
using broadband services from Teracom (100-200 Mbit), complemented by their own routers
and switches, to enable the setting up of a private network based on an open existing high-
speed broadband connection.
