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1. Summary

In the pilot activity “Analysis of the rural component of the European academic network
GEANT in Latvia and of its capacity” the experience of the schools in the Internet usage was
analysed and the ways how a broadband connection could help both in education process and
in the teaching of computer related skills were identified.

The activity estimated the needs of rural educational institutions in broadband connections at
the current stage of the Internet usage literacy in rural schools; studied the main ways of the
usage of network and wireless connections.
