Kwidzyn county is situated in south — eastern part of the Pomeranian
Province (northern part of Poland) and border with counties: Sztum,
Tczew (in Pomerania Province), Swiecie, Grudzigdz (in Kuyavia —
Pomerania Province) and ltawa (in Warmia — Mazury Province. The
western border of the county builds the Vistula river.

The region has got 180,9 sgm of forest and 1.942 hectare lakes. The
length of canalization is about 220,7 km.

Great strengths of the county are good communication connections.
Through the county run a principal road no. 55 (Malbork — Stolno) and
railways: Gdansk — Warszawa — Krakéw and Malbork — Grudzigdz —
Torun. To the nearest airport and marine connection there is ca. 100 km.
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1.2 National economy

Kwidzyn County
Poland

Within Poland, Pomerania is ranked seventh in terms of GNP, it also has
fifth position for nominal product value and GNP per capita. Even more
encouraging, is the indicator for the value of production per worker, which
places Pomerania at second position in the country. It means that in the
region there are a large number of enterprises based on processing work.
The value of sold production in the Pomeranian Province in 2002 was
55.36 billion PLN, in comparison to the indicator of employment, which
was 43, 6% in 2002.

Pomeranian entrepreneurs are the most active in Poland. The level of the
economy is measured by the amount of registered companies per 1000
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inhabitants. Pomerania is placed in second place in Poland. Within the
confines of innovative activity — 80% of companies from Pomerania use
modern production methods, 75% are improving their quality and 65% are
decreasing production costs and changing their product range.
Pomerania’s no.1 exporter is Philips Consumer Electronics in Kwidzyn
(2.12 billion PLN).

Question 1.2.1: Industry/Workforce

The main sector of the economy is primarily a cellulose and paper
industry, electronic, electrotechnical, wood and fruits and vegetables
processing. The most important economy centre in the county is Kwidzyn
which count ca. 40.000 inhabitants. In Kwidzyn operates many firms which
represent domestic and overseas capital. On the town territory are
situated large industrial plants: International Paper Kwidzyn S.A., Jabil
Circuit Poland Ltd., Sofrel Electronics Ltd., Plati Poland Ltd., BM Poland
Ltd., Warmian Plants of Fruits and Vegetables Processing Ltd.. Apart from
these non questioned leaders there are establishing smaller plants, which
successfully supplement the offer of the larger firms. On the county
territory operates ca. 7000 economic entities. The great expectations join
with construction the bridge over the Vistula river, which, with no doubts,
will contribute to growth of an economical attractiveness of the county.

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1.3 Infrastructure

Question 1.3.1: Educational institution

Kwidzyn County

Poland

In Kwidzyn County function 26 elementary schools, 15 grammar schools
(1 social). Their functioning is dependent from commune council. Kwidzyn
county is an authority for 7 secondary school complexes. Moreover in the
district functions social secondary school, for which the authority is
“Fundacja Oswiata”.

On the county area function also three educational institutions for children
and teenagers who have special educational needs, these are: Special
Educational Centre in Kwidzyn and in Barcice (Ryjewo commune) and
educational institution with rehabilitation character — The Educational
Centre for Youth in Kwidzyn.

Consultations and pedagogical or psychological advices for students,

teachers and parents are assured by Psychologic-Pedagogical Guidance
Servis, and it’s branch in Prabuty. In Kwidzyn county functions also an
orphanage in Kwidzyn for children without parents or without required care
from their parents. Besides orphanage in the county operate three family
homes for orphans: in Postolin, Sadlinki and Pastwa.
The proud of the county is an Adult Education Centre in Kwidzyn with a
rich offer for the adults. For upgrading professional qualifications by
pedagogical school workers from the county there was established
Pedagogical Skills Academy in Kwidzyn. For propagating physical culture
takes care an Inter-school Sport Centre. The teenagers can develop their
musical talents in The First Degree National Music School. Everyone, who
is interested in developing language or computer skills can benefit by rich
offer of Kwidzyn Cultural Centre (earlier Computer and Language Centre
in Kwidzyn) founded by International Paper Kwidzyn S.A. The youth of
Kwidzyn county, who completed secondary school have a possibility to
continue education in High School of Management in Kwidzyn.

1.4 Cultural analysis
Question 1.4.1: Skills tradition|

Kwidzyn County
Poland

Kwidzyn county has very good organizing and developing conditions for
cultural activity. The strengths are cultural objects, numerous monuments
and well prepared instructor personnel and culture animators. Every year
there are organized many important entertainments, it is worth to mention,
organized by Polish Scouts Union, Nationwide Tourist Music and Singing
Poetry Festival — “Szatamaja” and Nationwide Christian Music Festival —
“Kerygmat” organized by the Franciscans Order. To the regular
entertainment calendar which has county importance entered “District
Days”, organized every year in another commune. It has special
integrational effect for inhabitants. Among the cultural institutions of
Kwidzyn county it is worth to mention Castle Museum in Kwidzyn,
Municipal and County Library in Kwidzyn, Kwidzyn Centre of Culture
(Municipal Theatre, Municipal Centre of Culture) and communal centers of
culture. In Kwidzyn county operate numerous NGO’s with cultural
character. These associations, supported financially by the local council,
contribute to development of cultural activity and county inhabitants
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integration by organizing periodical cultural and recreative events, for
example: Antiquities’ Fairs, Bread’s Day, Midsummer Day, Barnstormers’

Festival, and Summer Farewell.

Polish educational system comprises of kindergartens, primary schools,
lower /grammar schools/ and upper secondary education and post
secondary schools (apart from high schools), educational entities,

constant education entities, teacher’s improvement entities and others.

In the school year 2004/2005 there were the following schools in Kwidzyn
district:

- 26 primary schools (6776children);
- 15 grammar school (3943 children);
- 7 secondary schools including 3 non-public schools.

There are 5046 children in secondary schools, including:

- 4160 students in schools for youth

- 886 students for adults

Secondary comprehensive schools are attended by about 30% of the
secondary school students.

1.5 Political climate

Question 1.5.1: Political mainstream|

Kwidzyn County

Poland
The main task of government is creating a favourable, legal-controlling

environment for internet access development. In Telecommunication Law
in force and in project of new Telecommunication Law, which is in the last

part of legislative process, in combination of telecommunication services
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which are involved to common service, introduce a duty of securing the
broadband internet access for this kind of establishment like:

- Public schools;

- Non-public schools with public entitlement;

- Public and non-public teachers learning centres;

- Persistent learning centres, school-educational special centres;

- Public libraries;

- Public and non-public high schools;

It is a legal solution which doesn’t exist in the other countries, because
usually range of common service doesn’t include securing the broadband
internet access.

Practically the broadband internet access will be secured for everyone
who is learning and upgrading his qualification independently of place of
living and affluence.

It is essential that every telecommunication entrepreneur can extend his
offer. It will favour prices reduction of the broadband internet acces and
will increase quality of these services.

The state make also an effort based on financing the purchase of
computers for schools.

23.12.2003 The Government adopted “National Strategy of Developing
the Broadband Internet Access for years 2004-2006”. It is a part of
Republic of Poland Computerization Strategy — e-Poland for the years
2004-2006, which aim is creating competitive economy based on
knowledge and improving the quality of life by effective computerization.
“National Strategy of Developing the Broadband Internet Access for the
years 2004-2006” suppose spreading the Broadband Internet Access
thanks to:

- Constructing infrastructure of acces;

- Creating an offer of information and services;

- Activity of public administration.

Furthermore the Strategy specify rules of constructing infrastructure with
using public state finance and finance from European Union:

- Technological neutrality — the support cannot favour any specified
technology and limit it’s choice;

- Open access — telecommunication operators, based on future

Telecommunication Law which is compatible with a new electronic
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communication EU directives packet, should secure other operators acces
to their own, existing infrastructure;
- Transparency of procedures — the operators of infrastructure should
prepare costs calculation system, which allow to calculate and justify costs
and subsidy return, compatible with fair competition rules;
- Security of broadband network — constructing the infrastructure of
broadband internet access should take into account issue of data security
sending by e-mail and protecting the users resources.
31.08.2004 The Government adopted “Spreading Broadband Internet
Access” program for the years 2004-2006, which show Government’s
plans on realization of “National Strategy Broadband Internet Acces for
the years 2004-2006” resolutions. This program assume:
- Financing within this program increasing number broadband internet
acces users, min. at 300.000 in the period 2004-2006, with special care of
areas with low internet access rate;
- Increasing a market offer within broadband internet access (number of
providers, offer variety);
- Stimulating prices concession by developing of providers competition
and increasing number of users;
- Creating favourable organize-technical, legal and financial terms for
introducing various, new broadband internet access technologies;
- Supporting the EU aid funds absorbing for constructing infrastructure
for broadband internet access.
Program purposes would be achieved by:
e General activities, within investments, will be realized by
telecommunication market participants (network operators, services
providers);
e The Government will realize supporting activities, within:
o Legislation;
o Market regulation;
o Stimulating of broadband internet access network by:

Organizational activities, within together with territorial self-
government;

Co-financing investment undertakings;

Direct financing costs of broadband access for selected groups of
internet users, which need this kind of support;

Promotion the new organize-technological solutions (trial projects)

with realization period for the years 2005-2008. It is connected in it’s tasks
with “National Strategy of Developing The Broadband Internet Access for
the years 2004-2006".

The document “National Strategic Referential Frames 2007-2013”
adopted by the Government 01.08.2006 define the purpose: Increasing
competitivity and creativity of companies, especially production sector with
high value added and developing of services sector. Realization of this
purpose assume inter alia: common using of computer and
communication technologies in economy and business. The modern
services provided by electronic network will be promoted. Using of ICT
technologies in public institutions, educational establishment and by
society contribute to increasing information availability and reduce the
distance of Poland to other EU countries.

Country Development Strategy 2007-2015 adopted by the Government
29.11.2006 in the 1% Priority: “Competitiveness and Creativity Increase”
assume realization of activity: “Communications Society Development”.
It's realization contribute to spreading the supply of telecommunication
and computer services and skills of using telecommunication and

computer technologies and receiving an information.

ICT (information and communications technology - or technologies)
includes any communication device or application, encompassing: radio,
television, cellular phones, computer and network hardware and software,
satellite systems and so on, as well as the various services and
applications associated with them, such as videoconferencing and
distance learning.

eMarketer reported that according to figures published in May 2002 by
PriceWaterHouseCoopersand Wilkosky Gruen Associates, there will be
10.0 million Internet users in Poland in 2006, up from:

9.5 million in 2005.
9.0 million in 2004.
8.0 million in 20083.
7.0 million in 2002.
6.5 million in 2001.

Only 29% of the population in Poland used the Internet.
Among people falling into the 16-24 years age group, 75% used the
Internet during that period. (PMR _Publications, May 2005)

In Poland (in 1998) one school in each community received a computer

laboratory. 2480 schools were equipped with laboratories then. In the
following year 813 grammar schools received the same type of
laboratories. The next 2494 grammar schools became equipped with
computer laboratories consisting of 10 workstations with Internet access
and software.

In Poland the present high cost of telephone connection, in comparison
with the EU level, constitutes a significant barrier in introducing new
educational methods using the Internet.

Higher education has the longest tradition in teaching ICT in Poland. All
kinds of higher education institutions have been teaching IT subjects since
the 1970-ties (some even ealier).

In the 1980-ties. the State Committee for Scientific Research (KBN)
started to build the academic network connecting all high schools in the
country. In Pomeranian Region the network TASK functions and the
Gdansk Technical University is its administrator.

In the great variety of web sites in Polish Internet three main categories of
their owners can be distinguished: citizens, companies and
organisations, administration. Particularity of each category is clearly
observed and it is worth describing, although in each one there are some
exceptions:

Citizens’ web sites have character of individual personal presentation
including a photo and

description of professional interests and hobbies. Most often the owner of
the web site is its author. Many web sites in this category are often
created during educational process in secondary and high schools, so the
owners of these web sites are very young. These web sites can exist in
Internet thanks to free of charge offers of big portals or to the permission
of a school server administrator’s. Web sites owners are very active in
discussion groups and relations of C2C type.

Enterprise and organisation web sites most often have information and
statistic character. In case of SMEs web sites are not updated in 8,6%
companies, and in 35,6% are updated once a quarter. They are mainly
used in relation of B2C type. In case of enterprises from the group
,corporation” a big quality divergence is observed and more relations of
B2B type, in case of more interesting solutions the functionality for inner
corporation needs of B2E/E2B type relations is seen. Company and
organisation experience in relations of B2A type has been growing, mainly
in the field of monthly tax declarations connected with social insurance
(ZUS).

Administration web sites (of different kinds of councils, in particular of
governmental and self-governmental). There are two kinds of government
in Poland: government (national, regional) and self-government (regional,
county, communal). Self-government in Poland has been in creation stage
for last 10 years. Many changes in competence between the kinds of
government defined by different legal regulations have taken place.
Offices (both clerks and buildings) are “under construction” as well as their
web sites. Government on line has been developing faster since 1994, but
at different levels the results are better or worse. The longest and most
stable situation is at the level of communes. Their presence on the
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Internet is best in both quality and quantity aspects, sometimes real e-

government solutions are found.

5% of Poles have used the Internet to access e-government and the main

use is Information Seeking (3%). The majority of users are 25-34 year old.

There are several technologies: analog/ISDN, DSL, cable internet, UMTS,
WIMAX. The most popular method of Internet access in Poland is
broadband, which is used by 51% of Internet users, while only 11.4% use
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dial-up, according to a NetTrack survey, carried out in the third quarter of
2005 by the SMG/KRC polling agency. (PMR Publications, November
2005). Poland remains one of the countries with a very robust growth rate

with regard to broadband Internet access. In Q1 2005, the total number of
such Internet connections increased by 40.1%, placing Poland in sixth
position in the ranking.

UPC Polska (a cable TV operator) has offered its broadband Internet
access (Chello) at a connection speed of 12 Mbps. This the fastest
connection available to individual clients in the Polish market. Before the
new UPC offer the fastest broadband access was TP SA’s Neostrada,
with a connection speed of 6 Mbps. In future such a high speed will allow
users to access advanced services such as digital TV (HDTV). (PMR
Publications, September 2005).At the end of 2004, the combined number
of Internet subscribers for all cable TV providers in Poland may be
estimated at 300,000. Cable TV operators in Poland have the technical
capabilities to service as many as 1.5 to 2.0 million broadband Internet
subscribers, according to the chairman of the Domestic Economic
Chamber of Cable Communications. (PMR Publications, February 2005).
